Literacy Stations for Junior Infants
Subject: English

Strand: Reading, Writing

Objective: 

· Children will be enabled to write letters

· Children will be enabled to develop awareness of letter sound relationships

· Children will be enabled to read and match simple sight words.

Content

The children work in small groups and rotate around the classroom on completion of each station. Each station is taught to the class prior to the children using them in the station format. Children stay with their group and a sand timer is used so the children have a visual for how long they have to complete tasks at each station (5-8 minutes usually). The teacher rings a bell at the end of each station and children tidy their activity for the next group, stand and point to their next station. When they hear the train whistle they move to their next station. 

Station 1: Children work to match letters to the correct pictures (downloaded from http://www.twinkl.co.uk/resource/t-l-1155-phonics-jigsaw-phase-1)
Station 2: Children have a selection of cards with a picture and two letters underneath each one. The children have to use clothes pegs and attached the clothes peg to the correct sound. (Downloaded from http://www.sparklebox.co.uk/previews/8051-8075/sb8065-alphabet-initial-sound-peg-cards.html#.VciF83FViko)
Station 3: Children work at the IWB to drag, drop and sort a variety of pictures into the correct sound box.

Station 4: Children work on handwriting skills with the teacher. The teacher throws a sound and the children catch it and write it on their chalk boards. 

Station 5: Children work with sight words on bingo cards. If a resource teacher is available for in class support the children can play bingo with the cards. If not, the children have all the words they need and match these individual words on top of their bingo card. (As they progress, this activity can also be done in pairs.)
